•	 Create an assessment design/re-design process for their school or district, including the steps to operationalize the 
plan in their school or district

•	 Know the types of assessment literacy standards needed by students, educators, and policymakers

•	 Understand their own assessment literacy needs, and that of school staff and school and district leaders

•	 Create an assessment literacy development plan for themselves and others they work with
